NOTIFICATION OF PARENTS: Parents are notified of the lottery results by telephone within five (5) school
days of the lottery date. If the school is unable to reach the successful applicant by telephone, the school will
consider the student declined.

PARENT RESPONSE: Parents of successful applicants have five (5) school days to respond to an enrollment
invitation made by telephone. It is the responsibility of the parent/guardian to notify the registrar of changes
in telephone number in a timely manner.

WAITING LIST INFORMATION

1. Applicants who have the opportunity to enroll in River Oak Charter School from the wait list are contacted by
telephone. Applicants have five (5) school days to accept an enrollment opportunity after phone contact is
made. Acceptance may be verbal or written.

2. Vacancies are held until the response deadline passes. No other applicant may be offered the same vacancy
during this time.

3.  When the school is unable to reach the successful applicant by telephone (attempts to contact the applicant will
be made on each of five (5) consecutive school days), the school will consider the student declined, and the
student will be removed from the wait list.

4. Itis the responsibility of the parent/guardian to notify the registrar of changes in telephone number as

soon as the change goes into effect.

Wait lists are established for each grade only after a class has reached capacity.

Wait lists are established at the time of public lotteries.

Wait lists carry over from year to year, and from grade to grade.

A student’s placement on a wait list may rise when another student is withdrawn from the same wait list.

A student’s placement on a wait list may decline when another student is added to the same wait list (if that

student has more preferences).
